	Anticipatory Set
The “hook” to grab students’ attention. These are actions and statements by the teacher to relate the experiences of the students to the objectives of the lesson, To put students into a receptive frame of mind.

· To focus student attention on the lesson.

· To create an organizing framework for the ideas, principles, or information that is to follow (advanced organizers)

An anticipatory set is used any time a different activity or new concept is to be introduced.
	“We’re going to perform an in-process critique activity today for our gridded self portraits.

“Who has an idea of what a critique is, or the point of a critique?”

-respond to answers with questions to get them to think more

“A critique is an analysis of what of something. More specifically an analysis of the details and how/what the visual imagery is communicating through the elements and principles of design.”


-“we’ve been learning about realism and how artists create an artwork that almost completely matches something we would see in real life. To achieve this, we observe aspects of an image or the picture of yourself, and translate that into drawing.”

“Great, so these are the things that we’ve been focusing on achieving in our drawings. Because this is a mid-way critique we’re going to address those things in our own drawings and in a partner’s.”

Activity:

“Activity time! Woo”

“Your table is the group that you will be in today. (You two girls can separate and go to another table so there’s 5 at each). Each person will get one of these sheets, and keep it by your drawing. This sheet will act as a place for feedback from your group members.”


-(everyone have their drawing out)

-“Okay, so we’re going to start by rotating to your right. Sit down at your neighbor’s spot and answer each one of the questions quickly (in bullet points would be best)”

“We’ll rotate every 2 minutes to the next spot.”

“write down whatever comes to your mind, we’re just helping each other see something that maybe they wouldn’t see.”

“Does anybody have any questions about the worksheet or activity?”

(USE PHONE FOR TIMER)

“Okay move to your right, and start filling out the worksheet now.”

	Closure

Those actions or statements by a teacher that are designed to bring a lesson presentation to an appropriate conclusion. Used to help students bring things together in their own minds, to make sense out of what has just been taught. “Any Questions? No. OK, let’s move on” is not closure. Closure is used:

· To cue students to the fact that they have arrived at an important point in the lesson or the end of a lesson.

· To help organize student learning

To help form a coherent picture and to consolidate.
	“times up, now you should be back at your seat.”

Take the next 2 minutes or so reading over everything and answering the last question

Last question = “What are the main ideas that you have received from your classmates? What is your plan for the next step in your drawing after this activity? (be specific)

“Once you’re finished put the worksheet in your sketchbook and return working on your drawings!”
